This property is listed by the Council as an asset of community value.  When the owner of an asset of community value wishes to dispose of the land, community interest groups have the opportunity to be considered as a bidder for the property and can trigger a moratorium on the disposal to give them time to put together a bid.  Any community interest group that wishes to be treated as a potential bidder can make a request in writing or by email to the address below by 18 February 2019 
Under s97 of the Localism Act 2011, the Council is required to publicise the following information in the area where the asset of community value is situated:

· The owner notified Rushcliffe Borough Council in writing of their wish to enter into a relevant disposal of the land on 07 January 2019.
· The interim moratorium period ends on 18 February 2019.
· If a written request from a community interest group to be treated as a potential bidder is received during this period, it will trigger the full moratorium period.

· The full moratorium period would end on 07 July 2019, if triggered.

· The protected period under s95(4) ends on 07 July 2020.
Under Regulations 5 and 12 of The Assets of Community Value (England) Regulations 2012, local “community interest groups” have the opportunity to be considered as a bidder for the property.  The regulations define community interest groups as:
· A body whose activities are wholly or partially concerned with the local authority’s area, or with a neighbouring authority’s area;

And is one of the following:

· A parish council

· A charity

· A company limited by guarantee which does not distribute any surplus it makes to its members;
· a co-operative or community benefit society which does not distribute any surplus it makes to its members;
· A community interest company.
